Beresford City Council

April 2, 2018
The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on April 2, 2018 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Steve Cain, Troy Boone, Gerald Dahlin, Tom Erickson, Art Schott and Teresa Sveeggen. 
Also present: Elaine Johnson, Finance Officer, Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator and Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.

Absent: None.
Adopt Agenda: Motion by Erickson, seconded by Boone to adopt the amended agenda. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Minutes: Cain made the motion, seconded by Schott to approve the March 19, 2018 Council Minutes. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.  
Public Forum and Visitors: Representing Missouri River Energy Service was Shannon Murfield and Ken Winter. They presented a rebate program for Beresford residents who purchase LED light bulbs, Energy Star appliances, and heating & cooling systems. Schott made the motion, seconded by Sveeggen to offer the Missouri River Bright Energy Solutions Rebates to Beresford residents starting with purchases from January 1, 2018. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Info from Missouri River Energy Services – power supply energy resource mix: Missouri River Energy Services representative Shannon Murfield handed out a brochure showing Beresford’s power supply mix. Murfield noted that 46% of Beresford’s power is renewable power while 51% is carbon-free power. Mayor and Council thanked Murfield for her presentation.
Dept. Head Reports

Elaine Johnson, Finance Officer – February 2018 Finance Report: Finance Officer Johnson presented the February finance report to the council. 
Old Business:
Full-time utility billing clerk position at City Hall: Council discussed the utility billing clerk position. Erickson made the motion, seconded by Sveeggen to approve hiring a utility billing clerk full time at City Hall. At 8:02 pm Dahlin made the motion, seconded by Schott to go into executive session for personnel. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. Council reconvened at 8:19 pm. Dahlin made the motion, seconded by Schott to table a decision for the full-time utility billing clerk position at City Hall for further discussion. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.

New Business
PRCE Board update and bylaw change: Parks & Rec Community Education board member Sveeggen gave an update on the Beresford Parks & Rec. and Community Education. The preschool program is full, with a waiting list for the fall 2018 school year. They have completed the Director position job description and have had individuals show interest. Attorney Frieberg is working with the board, reviewing the bylaws to make this a joint position between the City and School. The board will now consist of 7 members, two appointed by the City Council, two appointed by the School Board, the PRCE Director and two members appointed by the board. The terms will be two staggered years each. Council Member Cain showed interest in the City appointed position. Council discussed, the consensus of Council was to make appointment at the April 16th Council Meeting.
Request to Vacate Alley between N. 4th and 5th Street: Council Member Sveeggen was contacted with a request to vacate the alley between N. 4th St and N. 5th St. Council discussed the alley. The consensus of the Council was to deny the request to vacate the alley between N. 4th St. and N. 5th St.  
Declare old swimming pool slide surplus for sale to another municipality: The old swimming pool slide was donated to the City by Bank 360. Erickson made the motion, seconded by Cain to declare the old swimming pool slide surplus and to donate it to the City of Alcester, seconded by Cain.  All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.

Subsidy Draw Down Request – Beresford PRCE and Beresford Baseball/Softball Association: Beresford Parks & Rec. and Community Education submitted their required financial report and request form. Schott made the motion, seconded by Sveeggen to approve the budgeted subsidy request from Beresford PRCE in the amount of $30,000. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Beresford Baseball/Softball Association submitted their required financial report and request form. Erickson made the motion, seconded by Schott to approve the budgeted subsidy request from the Beresford Baseball/Softball Association in the amount of $8,750. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Step Pay Increase – Aaron Mayer – Beresford Municipal Telephone Dept.: Telephone Manager Todd Hansen made his recommendation to approve Aaron Mayer’s step pay increase. Schott made the motion, seconded by Sveeggen to approve Cable Technician, Aaron Mayer’s step pay increase from $29.60/hr. to $30.36/hr. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Concession Stand at Swimming Pool:  City Administrator Zeimetz and Park Superintendent Kelly Knutson discussed the concession stand at the swimming pool. They would like to advertise renting the swimming pool concession stand for the summer. Zeimetz will place an ad in the Beresford Republic. Council will discuss again at the April 16th Council Meeting. 
P/T Hire for Bridges Clubhouse: Schott made the motion, seconded by Erickson to approve hiring Jessica Palmer part-time for the Bridges Clubhouse at $8.85/hr. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.

Beresford Public Library FY 2017 Annual Report: Head Librarian, Jane Norling gave the 2017 Annual Library report. She dispersed a handout to Council explaining the circulation numbers, programs offered, services the library provides and a list of the number of items found at the Library. Mayor & Council thanked Norling for her report.
Wheels & Squeals – June 15 & 16: Mayor Fedderson informed Council that the 9th Annual Wheels ‘N Squeals has been set for June 15th & 16th, 2018. He encouraged everyone to help volunteer to make the event successful.
