Adopt Agenda: Motion by Schott, seconded by Dahlin to adopt the amended agenda. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.

Jay Nordquist – Electric Superintendent

Nordquist made his recommendation and suggested adjusting the pay scale to encourage completion of the Journeyman certification. Schott made the motion, seconded by Erickson to approve hiring Alex Thompson at 80% of the Union scale and change the Union pay scale to reflect completion of the Journeyman books of which there are three.
