The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on April 4, 2016 at 7:30 p.m.

Adopt Agenda: Motion by Sveeggen, seconded by Erickson to adopt the amended agenda. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.

· Concession Stand at Bathhouse: Zeimetz spoke regarding the concession stand at the Bathhouse. The pool is scheduled to be open until the end of July. The consensus of the Council was to offer the concession stand to a non-profit organization for fundraising purposes. 
Jay Nordquist – Electric Supt.

· Discuss replacing bucket truck: Nordquist discussed replacing the 1998 Holan 55ft. bucket truck. It is approximately 18 years old and is unable to reach the north transmission line that will be in need of maintenance. The company that built the truck has now gone out of business and parts are unavailable. He is looking at a new truck that has an overall total working height of 80 feet. The bid from MJPA came in at $305,800.00 and has a 10 month delivery time. Nordquist suggested to surplus the existing truck for sealed bids. The consensus of the Council was to table a decision to get financing options.   
· Declare 24 -1000 watt high pressure sodium fixtures surplus: Erickson made the motion, seconded by Dahlin to surplus the 24 -1000 watt high pressure sodium fixtures. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Committee/Mayor Reports

Councilman Tom Erickson – Lead Clerk position description: Erickson dispersed a draft of the Lead Clerk job position description. Council discussed and tabled to compile more information.
BMLS Committee – The Liquor Store committee consisting of Cain, Erickson and Sveeggen recently met with Manager Dee Akland. Sveeggen reported that the ice machine is being replaced, made a suggestion to retain part time employees and discussed a liquor distributor’s billing time frame. They also discussed future repairs to the sewer line, parking lot, replacing floor coverings and updating the fenced in outdoor area.

Review bids on North Industrial Park Road Improvements: Zeimetz stated that nine bids listed below were submitted for the North Industrial Park Road. A grant will pay for 61% of the project and BEDCO will fund the remaining. Motion by Schott, seconded by Dahlin to approve the bid from First Rate Excavate, Inc. in the amount of $244,390.47 for the North Industrial Park Road improvement.
