The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room at 7:30 p.m.

Adopt Agenda: Motion by Cain, seconded by Schott to adopt the amended agenda. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 

Minutes: Sveeggen made the motion, seconded by Dahlin to approve the May 15, 2017 Council Minutes. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.  

Public Hearings
Two Day Malt Beverage License for Beresford Volunteer Fire Dept. for Wheels & Squeals Celebration: A public hearing was held regarding the application for a two-day malt beverage license for the Beresford Vol. Fire Dept. for June 16th & 17th, 2017 in conjunction with the Wheels & Squeals Celebration, in downtown Beresford on 3rd & Hemlock St., Tractor Pull and Burn-out Contest fenced in area, A motion was made by Erickson, seconded by Cain to approve the license request.  All Council Members presented voted aye, motion carried.
Public Forum and Visitors
S/W/S Supt. Jeff Heidebrecht – Full-time hire and consider seasonal hires: Superintendent Heidebrecht stated that 8 applications were received for the full-time hire position at the Street/Water/Sewer Dept. Heidebrecht made his recommendation. Schott made the motion, seconded by Erickson to approve hiring Dillon Steever full-time for the Street/Water/Sewer Dept. at $19.25/hr. and to get his water certification in the next 1-2 years. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.

Heidebrecht requested hiring seasonal help. Schott made the motion, seconded by Dahlin to approve hiring Tyler Kropuenske and Jack Antonson at $8.65/hr. for seasonal help. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.   
Old Business
Review Inspection Report for building at 103 N 3rd: Council discussed the inspection report from House Master for 103 N. 3rd St. at length. Dahlin made the motion, seconded by Sveeggen to table a decision until the June 19th Council Meeting. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Chain of Command Adoption: The Chain of Command was reviewed. Erickson made the motion, with the addition of adding the Finance Officer is in charge in the absence of the City Administrator, Schott seconded. Boone made the amendment to add City Administrator/Designee, seconded by Schott. Sveeggen made the amendment to add Library Director and Library employees under Library, seconded by Schott. All present Council Members voted on Sveeggen’s motion, voted aye, motion carried. All present Council Members voted on Boone’s motion, voted aye, motion carried. All present Council Members voted on Erickson’s motion, voted aye.
New Business
Resolution 2017-03 – Discretionary taxation formula: Attorney Frieberg explained Resolution 2017-03 Discretionary Taxation Formula. Schott made the motion, seconded by Erickson to adopt Resolution 2017-03. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
RESOLUTION 2017-03

WHEREAS, SDCL 10-6-35.4 provides that municipalities may adopt a formula pursuant to SDCL 10-6-35.2 for reduced taxation if the Board of County Commissioners has not adopted such a formula; and

WHEREAS, the City of Beresford is desirous of adopting a discretionary formula for reduced taxation for new commercial residential structures or additions to any existing structure, which new structure or addition has a true and full value of $30,000.00 or more, added to the real property;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that pursuant to SDCL 10-6-35.1 and 10-6.35.2 that all new commercial residential structures as defined in SDCL 10-6-35.25, or additions to existing structures having a true and full value of $30,000.00 or more, added to the real property, shall be assessed as follows for tax purposes:

A. 20% of the assessed value for the first year;

B. 40% of the assessed value for the second year;

C. 60% of the assessed value for the third year;

D. 80% of the assessed value for the fourth year;

E. 100% of the assessed value for the fifth year and all years thereafter.

Approve 2017 Off-Sale Malt Beverage License renewal for Dollar General: Zeimetz reported that Dollar General has submitted their 2017 off-sale malt beverage license renewal application and fees. Schott made the motion, seconded by Sveeggen to approve Dollar General’s 2017 Malt Beverage License renewal for the year July 1, 2017 through June 30, 2018. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Pay Request #8 Beresford Area Pool – Mechanical Inc.: Erickson made the motion, seconded by Boone to approve pay request #8 to Mechanical Inc. in the amount of $13,015.00 for the Beresford Area Swimming Pool. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Pay Request #9 Beresford Area Pool Swift Contractors Inc.: Cain made the motion, seconded by Sveeggen to approve pay request #9 to Swift Contractors in the amount of $155,658.45 for the Beresford Area Swimming Pool. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
P/T seasonal hires – Swimming Pool Lifeguard: Schott made the motion, seconded by Sveeggen to approve hiring Kalista Kolsrud part-time for the Swimming Pool at $8.90/hr. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
2017 Wages for Department Heads and City Administrator: Council discussed the 2017 wage increase for the Dept. Heads and City Administrator. Dahlin made the motion, seconded by Cain to increase the City Administrator and Department Heads wage by 1.5% effective January 1, 2017 with the exception of the newly appointed Street Superintendent Heidebrecht whose wage will be held at the current rate until 2018. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Set Hearing Date on changes for Beresford Zoning Regulations: The Planning & Zoning Commission is recommending changes to the Beresford Zoning Regulations. Sveeggen made the motion, seconded by Schott to set June 19, 2017 as a hearing date for the Beresford Zoning Regulations. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Discussion & Information Items
Update on Beresford Area Swimming Pool Construction: Zeimetz updated Council on the construction progress of the Beresford Area Swimming Pool. The pool admission fees will be discussed at the June 19th Council Meeting. 
Firework Sales in City of Beresford: Councilmember Schott inquired about the sale of fireworks inside the  City limits. It was noted that it is okay to sell fireworks inside the Beresford City limits. State laws will need to be followed.   
Beresford Bancorporation Note Due: Zeimetz was contacted by First Savings Bank regarding the Beresford Bancorp loan payment. Two options were presented to Council. The consensus of the Council was to table a decision until the June 19th Council Meeting.  
Potential Privatization of WAPA assets: Schott made the motion, seconded by Sveeggen to authorize sending a letter to State Representatives regarding transmission privatization and the negative impact it would have on the City of Beresford. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.  
Pre-Disaster Mitigation Projects: Zeimetz explained the Pre-Disaster Mitigation that is reviewed every 5 years. Council was asked to bring back ideas of items to add to the list. No action taken.  
Wheels & Squeals – June 16 &17: Mayor Fedderson handed Council the Wheels N’ Squeals flier with the list of events throughout the weekend. Council was encouraged to volunteer from working the gates to cleaning up. New this year is the Kansas City Barbeque Society contest along with inflatables.
