Public Forum and Visitors
Rental Housing Permits and Registration – Ordinance 2015-03: Beresford Landlord Troy Mader spoke regarding the proposed Ordinance 2015-03. Mader reread a letter that he mailed to each Council Member strongly discouraging the ordinance. He asked to be included in the committee that is working on this ordinance. Council Member Dahlin suggested creating a signed and dated complaint document for tenants that can be completed at City Hall so that the Code Enforcer can record any issues that may occur. · E. Willow St. and S. 3rd St. Drainage: Carey brought Council up to date on the culverts on S. 3rd St. near St. Teresa’s Catholic Church and the drainage on East Willow St. Carey advised replacing the culvert on S. 3rd St. with a larger one first to see if that would alleviate the backup on E. Willow St. Council asked Carey along with Street Superintendent Bill Sebern to work together on a construction plan and costs. 
· SD Hwy 46 Utility Improvements – Fiesta Foods Parking Lot Drainage: Carey addressed the Fiesta Foods Parking lot drainage issue and made a suggestion. Motion by Erickson, seconded by Schott to authorize Banner Associates, a change order of removing 144′ of 18″ RCP and replacing with 24″ RCP. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
