June 19, 2017

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Troy Boone, Steve Cain, Gerald Dahlin, Tom Erickson, Art Schott and Teresa Sveeggen. 
Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator and Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.

Absent: None.

Adopt Agenda: Motion by Dahlin, seconded by Erickson to adopt the amended agenda. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 

Minutes: Sveeggen made the motion, seconded by Boone to approve the June 5, 2017 Council Minutes. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.  

Public Hearings
Adoption of 2017 Revised Beresford Zoning Regulations:
· Changes to include Tiny Homes and allow residential dwelling on second floor of buildings in General Business and Light Industrial Districts by conditional use: The first reading of the 2017 Revised Beresford Zoning Regulations was held and placed on file at City Hall. 
Dept. Head Reports
Golf Course and Parks Supt. – Kelly Knutson

· Golf Course Supt. Position: GC & Parks Supt. Kelly Knutson recommended promoting Greg Bates. Erickson made the motion, seconded by Dahlin to approve promoting Greg Bates to Golf Course Supt. with an annual salary of $40,040 and an additional 1.5% increase effective January 1, 2017. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
· Additional Seasonal Lifeguard Hires: Sveeggen made the motion, seconded by Cain to approve hiring seasonal part-time lifeguard Joshua Arlt at $8.90/hr. and Caleb Metcalf at $8.65/hr. for the Swimming Pool. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.  
· Swimming Pool Fees for 2017: Cain made the motion, seconded by Erickson to approve the swimming pool fees for 2017. Daily pass: under age 3 free; age 3-17 $3.00; 18 & over $4.00. Family Season Pass $60.00; Single Season Pass $35.00. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
· Swimming Pool Update: Knutson updated Council on the swimming pool construction status. He feels they are right on track with opening for business on July 1, 2017.
· Swimming Pool Open House: Sveeggen noted that the Swimming Pool Committee would like to host an Open House at the Swimming Pool. Council agreed and set Sunday July 9th as the Swimming Pool Open House with free admission that day. 
· Beresford Ambulance: Knutson noted that the Beresford Ambulance along with the lifeguards will be conducting a training session at the Swimming Pool on July 10th.
Bridges Event Center – Mike Conklin – concrete repairs: Bridges Golf Course & Event Center Manager Mike Conklin updated Council on the concrete repairs that will be taking place the week of June 26th. Larson Construction will be starting on the SW side of the building around to the front. Conklin requested meeting with his committee to discuss future improvements to the building. 
Code Enforcement Officer and Building Inspector – Geoff Fillingsness:

· Request to establish fees for work started prior to securing a building permit: Code Enforcement Officer & Building Inspector Geoff Fillingsness requested establishing a fee for work started before a building permit was obtained. The Planning & Zoning Commission has reviewed and supports the recommendation. Erickson made the motion, seconded by Dahlin to approve a minimum fine of $50.00 or 5% of the permit fee, whichever is greater for anyone who starts work before a building permit is obtained; for any future violation a fine of $100 or 10% of the permit fee will be charged. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
· Code Enforcement Officer & Building Inspector Geoff Fillingsness submitted his resignation effective June 15, 2017, however he temporarily delayed it to see the completion of the Swimming Pool. He will continue working with Cities across the state and asked Council to consider hiring him on a flat rate basis at the Cities discretion of $35.00/hr. Council will discuss at the next Council Meeting. 
Old Business
Building at 103 N. 3rd St: Council had a lengthy discussion about the opportunity to purchase the building at 103 N. 3rd St. Boone made the motion to allow Mayor Fedderson to go into negotiations on the price. Erickson amended the motion to authorize Mayor Fedderson to negotiate the price up to the asking price and give Mayor Fedderson the authority to make the purchase. Both motions died due to a lack of a second. Dahlin made the motion, seconded by Erickson to enter into executive session at 8:45 pm. Mayor Fedderson declared Council back in regular session at 8:55 pm. Boone made the motion, seconded by Schott to authorize Mayor Fedderson to negotiate a purchasing price for 103 N 3rd St. with parameters as set by Council. Council Members Cain, Dahlin, Erickson, Boone and Schott voted aye, Sveeggen no. Motion carried.
Beresford Bancorp Loan: Zeimetz requested to table discussion on the Beresford Bancorp Loan to the July 5th Council Meeting.

Review & Approve Plat of Lot 10B in Block One of BEDCO First Addition: Erickson made the motion, seconded by Schott to approve Resolution 2017-04 a Plat of Lot 10B in Block One of BEDCO First Addition in the SE ¼ of Section 31, Township 96 North, Range 50 West of the 5th P.M. City of Beresford, Lincoln County, South Dakota. All Present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Request from Jerry’s Chevrolet to close portion of W. Spruce on July 12 for Corvette Days: Jerry’s Chevrolet in Beresford is requesting to close the street near his business to host Corvette Days. Dahlin made the motion, seconded by Cain to approve closing a portion of W. Spruce St. on July 12th for Corvette Days. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.

Allow City Offices and Departments to close on July 3rd and consider rescheduling City Council meeting that evening: Sveeggen made the motion, seconded by Schott to allow City Offices and Departments to decide whether or not to close on July 3rd. Employees will be required to use vacation/personal time for the day off. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
