Adopt Agenda: Motion by Schott, seconded by Dahlin to adopt the amended agenda. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 

Minutes: Erickson made the motion, seconded by Boone to approve the June 18, 2018 Council Minutes. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.

Schott made the motion, seconded by Erickson to approve First Rate Excavate to repair the three manholes from Oak to Hemlock on 3rd Street.  All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.

Accept 2017 Audit Report: Erickson made a motion, seconded by Cain to accept the 2017 Audit Report subject to be accepted by the state. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
West Nile Grant Award: Schott made a motion, seconded by Dahlin to authorize Mayor Anderson to sign the West Nile Grant contract in the amount of $2,106.00.  All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Pay Request #14A Swift Contractors for Beresford Area Pool (final pay request): Schott made a motion, seconded by Erickson to pay the final payment to Swift Contractors for the Beresford Area Pool in the amount of $10,000. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. The two year warranty will now begin.
Pay Request #11 from Mechanical, Inc., for Beresford Area Pool (Final pay request): Erickson made a motion, seconded by Schott to pay the final pay request to Mechanical Inc, for the Beresford Area Pool in the amount of $15,000. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. The two year warranty will now begin.
Request from Jerry’s Chevrolet to close a portion of West Spruce on July 18th for Corvette Days: Schott made a motion, seconded by Cain to close a portion of West Spruce on July 18th from 9 am to 3 pm for Jerry’s Chevrolet Corvette Days. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.

Appointment to Beresford Library Board: Boone made a motion, seconded by Schott to appoint Amy Stimes to another 3 year term to the Beresford Library Board. Her term will expire June 2021. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Appointment to Planning & Zoning Commission: Schott made a motion, seconded by Dahlin to appoint Len Hofer to another 5 year term to the Planning and Zoning Commission. His term will expire June 2023. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Utility Easement across city property (directly North of water tower): Cain made a motion, seconded by Erickson to authorize Mayor Anderson to sign an utility easement across city property, the West Ten Feet and the South Ten Feet of Block One, Harker and Greene’s First Addition to the City of Beresford which is located on property directly north of the water tower.
