July 5, 2017

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Troy Boone, Steve Cain, Gerald Dahlin, Tom Erickson, Art Schott and Teresa Sveeggen. 
Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator and Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.

Absent: None.

Adopt Agenda: Motion by Erickson, seconded by Schott to adopt the amended agenda. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 

Minutes: Dahlin made the motion, seconded by Boone to approve the June 19, 2017 Council Minutes. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.  

Public Forum and Visitors

Chris Hall – Windmill Campground: Chris Hall wasn’t present to address the Council.
Tarz Mullinix – Beresford Volunteer Fire Dept.: Beresford Fire Chief, Tarz Mullinix dispersed a handout regarding the emergency radio upgrade. The state is looking at a mandatory P-25 software upgrade to the emergency radios by 2023. Mullinix wanted to make Council aware of the possible expense and suggested on waiting to see what the Governor will mandate before upgrading all of the radios. 
Chief Mullinix also gave Council a current list of vehicles. The 2005 F3 Rural Pumper will be replaced by 2018. It takes one year to build a unit. The 2005 F3 will be traded in on this new truck.  
Dept. Head Reports
Jay Nordquist – Electric Supt.

· Declare 1998 Holan 55′ Bucket Truck Surplus: Electric Superintendent Jay Nordquist requested to declare a bucket truck surplus. The board of appraisers consisting of Dahlin, Boone and Erickson set the bucket truck value at $16,000. Boone made the motion, seconded by Dahlin to declare the 1998 Holan 55′ Bucket Truck surplus with a minimum value of $16,000.00. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
· Updates to electric transmission system: Nordquist updated Council on the meeting he had with DGR Engineering regarding updates to the electric transmission system and the costs to add an additional substation. Cain moved to continue working with DGR Engineering, seconded by Schott. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
· Nordquist explained there are numerous transformers in the City that are too heavy to lift and place with their trucks. Rather than hire a crane service each time one of these has to be moved, he suggested purchasing a used crane in the $20,000 range so the Electric Dept. could do it themselves. The revenue from the sale of the bucket truck could be used to purchase the crane. The Council advised Nordquist to look into the options available and if something comes up in the $20,000 price range to go forward with purchasing it. 
· Nordquist was informed of the opportunity to purchase two 500 KVA transformers. Council agreed with Nordquist to submit an offer to purchase the transformers.  
Committee/Mayor Reports
Mayor Fedderson read a thank-you card from the Beresford Senior Center for the 2017 subsidy. They were able to install kitchen cabinets with the subsidy and will host an open house later this year.
Old Business

Second Reading and Adoption of Ordinance 2017-02 an Ordinance Revising the Beresford Zoning Regulations: Schott made the motion, seconded by Cain to adopt Ordinance #2017-02 an Ordinance Revising the Beresford Zoning Regulations. Voice roll call: Cain aye, Dahlin aye, Erickson aye, Boone aye, Schott aye and Sveeggen aye. Motion passed. 
ORDINANCE #2017-02 (Published Separate of Minutes)
Code Enforcement Officer and Building Inspector Position: Zeimetz explained how the process would work to hire Geoff Fillingsness back on an hourly basis. Erickson made a motion to hire Geoff Fillingsness on an as needed basis at $35.00/hr. as the Code Enforcement Officer and Building Inspector with a contract to be negotiated with Attorney Frieberg. At 8:23 pm Dahlin made the motion, seconded by Boone to enter into executive session for personnel. At 8:53 pm Council was back in regular session. Cain seconded Erickson motion, all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.  
Building at 103 N. 3rd St.: Schott made the motion seconded by Erickson to purchase the building at103 N. 3rd St. for $48,000 plus half of closing costs. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
New Business
Pay Request #9 – Mechanical Inc., - Beresford Area Swimming Pool: Cain made the motion, seconded by Sveeggen to approve pay request #9 to Mechanical Inc. in the amount of $6,887.50 for the Beresford Area Swimming Pool. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
2016 City Audit Report: Zeimetz dispersed the 2016 City Audit Report to Council members and asked that they review it and discuss at the next Council Meeting. 
Appointments to Beresford Library Board: Mayor Fedderson stated that Garet Wyatt’s Library Board term has expired and he is willing to serve another term. Erickson made the motion, seconded by Boone to appoint Garet Wyatt to the Library Board, term expiring June 2020. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Mayor Fedderson and Council thanked Sara DeLay for her time on the Library Board. Sveeggen made the motion, seconded by Erickson to appoint Lourdes Reaves to the Library Board, term expiring June 2020. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Appointment to Planning & Zoning Commission: Mayor Fedderson stated that Stanford Peterson’s term on the Planning & Zoning Commission has expired and he is willing to serve another term. Erickson made the motion, seconded by Sveeggen to appoint Stanford Peterson to the Planning & Zoning Commission, term expiring June 2022. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Subsidy Drawdown Request – Beresford Community Bus: The Beresford Community Bus submitted their subsidy request and financial statement. Motion by Dahlin, seconded by Schott to approve the 2017 budgeted draw down request from the Beresford Community Bus in the amount of $8,000. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Discussion & Information Items
Request from IBEW Local 426 to get with insurance committee: IBEW Local 426 sent a letter requesting to meet with the Council Insurance Committee of Boone, Erickson and Schott. Zeimetz will correspond with the parties involved. 
Finance Officer Applications: Zeimetz reported that 9 applications were received for the Finance Officer position. The committee will review the applications and schedule interviews. 
Special Meeting – July 10, 2017 at 7:30 pm: Council will be having a special meeting on Monday July 10, 2017 at 7:30 pm to start the process of creating a tax increment district.
