The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on July 6, 2015 at 7:30 p.m.

Adopt Agenda: Motion by Lambert, seconded by Erickson to adopt the agenda, motion carried.

Minutes: Dahlin made the motion to approve the June 15, 2015 Council Minutes seconded by Sveeggen. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Public Hearing

Rezone request – Bridges Second Addition Tract No. 1A: Bridges Second Addition Tract 2A; Lots 1-18 of Block 1, Lots 1-10 of Block 2: Lots 1-4 of Block 3 and Lots 1-3 of Block 4 of Bridges Second Addition Tract 4A from NRC to R-1: There was no one in attendance against this rezoning request. Ordinance 2015-04 was given its first reading and placed on file.
Rezone request – Lots 10A and 14 in Block One of BEDCO First Addition from GB to LI and Lot 15 in Block One of BEDCO First Addition to GB: There was no one in attendance against this rezoning request. Ordinance 2015-05 was given its first reading and placed on file.
Public Forum and Visitors
Bruce Danielson – American Made Cleaners: Bruce Danielson along with Dan Danielson addressed the Council regarding water and sewer access to their property at 600 E. Cedar St. Danielson’s stated that in 1985 the City had promised to install water and sewer lines to the lot then promised again at a later date that it would take place while SD Hwy 46 was under construction. They are requesting the City to pay to extend the main sewer and water lines to the property. Attorney Frieberg asked the Danielson’s for a copy of the agreement made with the City, Danielson’s responded that they are unable to locate any documentation. Frieberg noted that typically the property owner pays for the water and sewer extensions not the City. Zeimetz will setup a meeting with Banner Associates, Bruce and Dan Danielson and the State Crew to see what options are available.
