The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the Beresford City Council Chambers at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Nathan Anderson presiding, Troy Boone, Steve Cain, Gerald Dahlin, Tom Erickson, Art Schott and Teresa Sveeggen.

Adopt Agenda: Motion by Cain, seconded by Erickson to adopt the amended agenda. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 

Minutes: Dahlin made the motion, seconded by Boone to approve the July 2, 2018 Council Minutes. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried
Visitors to be heard:
Chris Amdahl – utility bill: Mr. Amdahl is requesting from the council to be reimbursed for a stop payment bank fee, utility reconnect fee, and the after-hours call out fee. Electric Superintendent Jay Nordquist stated that damages were sustained to the electric meter between disconnection and reconnecting. Mr. Nordquist presented a picture of the meter to Council. Finance Officer Johnson explained the number of notices mailed to Amdahl. Council mentioned signing up for auto pay or checking with the bank to see what options they offer. Mayor Anderson asked for a motion to put Amdahl’s request on the August 6, 2018 agenda for consideration. No motion was made.
Terry Pack – Legends of Gold: Mr. Pack requested assistance from the city to clear some trees and level a piece of land out at Legends of Gold to help make way for a new building. Pack is working with area banks and the County, he has a grant promised for the project. Pack stated that several area contractors are donating their time to assist with this project. Council requested Mr. Pack to come back to the August 6, 2018 Council Meeting with a timeline and pictures of the land he would like the City to assist with. Mr. Pack invited the Mayor & Council out to Legends of Gold to visit. 
Dennis Haselhoff – DGR Engineering – Substation: Mr. Haselhoff educated the Council on the current sub-station and the process for a new substation. Haselhoff explained the historical demand report and where it can go in the future. There is a rate study in process that takes approximately one year to complete with Missouri River Energy. Council members stated to be proactive especially with the city’s growth, support the addition. Attorney Frieberg will send WAPA the draft contract to start the process. 
Committee/Mayor Reports: Mayor Anderson reported the Job Fair was a success. The businesses were impressed with the turn out, it was mentioned some employers ran out of applications. He would like to see the job fair an annual or semi-annual event in the future. Mayor Anderson thanked the City staff for their help making the event successful.
