Public Forum and Visitors

Ben Fahlberg – Hog Nursery within 1 mile of Beresford City Limits: Beresford resident Ben Fahlberg addressed the Council about his plans to construct a 2,400 head hog nursery approximately 3,500 feet north of the city limits on 471st Avenue. Lincoln Counties zoning ordinance does not allow a Class D concentrated animal feeding operation within 1 mile of any incorporated municipality unless the applicant receives a waiver from that municipality. Fahlberg presented a handout explaining the odor footprint and how the building will be constructed. Council was invited to contact Fahlberg to setup a tour of a hog nursery similar to the one he is looking to construct. Council will discuss again at the August 7, 2017 Council meeting.
