The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on July 20, 2015 at 7:30 p.m.

Dept. Head Reports:

Todd Hansen – Telephone Dept.: Zeimetz reviewed the Council authorization to bid for a new Softswitch and the state laws that go along with bidding. Attorney Frieberg researched and found that the law doesn’t require bidding for this type of item. Telephone Manager Hansen will compile pricing and estimates and present it to the August 3, 2015 Council Meeting. 
Telephone Manager Hansen discussed the Council approved purchase of a 2015 Chevy pickup. The manufacturer stopped production May 1, 2015 and the truck is no longer available. The 2016 model will be available in October and they are willing to honor the same price along with delivering it before year end. 
Mike Conklin – Bridges Golf Course and Event Center – P/T Hires: Bridges Golf Course and Event Center Manager Mike Conklin informed Council that two part time employees will be leaving in August and he would like to fill one of the part time positions. Dahlin made the motion, seconded by Schott to approve hiring Jennifer Heumiller part time for the Bridges Golf Course and Event Center at $8.50/hr. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Bridges GC and EC part time custodian Jan Antonson will be unavailable for 3-6 months.  Erickson made the motion, seconded by Sveeggen to approve hiring Nathan Anderson at $10.00/hr. to fill in while Antonson is out. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
