Public Forum and Visitors

Municipal Subsidy 2016 Budget Requests: Mayor and Council asked that the organizations requesting a 2016 subsidy attend the meeting so that they could explain their need for the subsidy along with answering any question’s the Council may have. Organizations and representatives attending were: Beresford Community Bus, represented by Carolyn Fray and Geri Fitzgerald, Beresford Senior Event Center, represented by Darlene Zweifel and Don Young, and Beresford Faith in Action, represented by Shellie Sveeggen. The Beresford Nutrition Program, Community Outreach for Youth and Families (COYF), Beresford Community Education (PRCE), and the Beresford Baseball/Softball Association will have representatives at the next Council Meeting. Mayor Fedderson and Council thanked everyone for attending and for their community involvement. 
Beresford Volunteer Fire Department: Fire Chief Tarz Mullinix and Assistant Chief Mike Carlson gave Council an update on the City’s ISO rating used for insurance purposes for fire protection. Effective November 1, 2015 the City’s rate will be lowered to a 5, which is great for businesses, schools and the city. Recent upgraded air equipment, updated water system and moving the 911 communications to Union County all have made a factor in the change. A news release will be published in the Beresford Republic. Mayor and Council thanked Chief Mullinix along with the entire Fire Department for achieving this status.
