The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Troy Boone, Steve Cain, Gerald Dahlin, Tom Erickson, Art Schott and Teresa Sveeggen. 
Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator and Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.

Absent: None.

Adopt Agenda: Motion by Dahlin, seconded by Erickson to adopt the amended agenda. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 

Minutes: Boone made the motion, seconded by Dahlin to approve the July 17, 2017 Council Minutes. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.

· 1st Reading of Ordinance #2017-03: The first reading of Ordinance #2017-03 a zoning amendment for the City of Beresford was read and placed on file at City Hall. 
Public Forum and Visitors

Gary Nielsen – Windmill Campground – help with signage along I-29: Windmill Campground owner, Gary Nielsen addressed the Council with a request to help him with signage on the Dept. of Transportation signs along the interstate. Council will take into consideration the request. Nielsen thanked Council for their time. 
Ben Fahlberg – Hog Nursery within 1 mile of Beresford City Limits: Beresford resident Ben Fahlberg is requesting a waiver from the City to construct a 2,400 head hog nursery approximately 3,500 feet north of the city limits on 471st Avenue. Lincoln Counties zoning ordinance does not allow a Class D concentrated animal feeding operation within 1 mile of any incorporated municipality unless the applicant receives a waiver from that municipality. The consensus of the Council was to not grant the waiver. 
Larry Lewison: Beresford resident Larry Lewison expressed his concerns of the location of a hog nursery close to city limits and the possibility of odor. Lewison thanked Council for their time.   
Municipal Subsidy 2018 Budget Requests: Mayor and Council asked that the organizations requesting a 2018 subsidy attend the meeting so that they could explain their need for the subsidy along with answering any question’s the Council may have. Organizations and representatives attending were: The Beresford Nutrition Program, represented by Carly Turner, Beresford PRCE - Community Education and the Beresford Baseball/Softball Association, represented by Brent Palmer, Community Outreach for Youth and Families (COYF), represented by Amy Schaap, Beresford Senior Event Center, represented by Wanda Miller, Beresford Faith in Action, representative did not attend, Beresford Community Bus, represented by Carolyn Fray and Dave Nelson and Downtown Beresford Beautification Group, represented by Gini Gustad and Patti Kramer. Mayor Fedderson and Council thanked everyone for attending and for their community involvement.
Old Business

Code Enforcement Officer and Building Inspector Position – P/T position: Erickson made the motion, seconded by Cain to hire Geoff Fillingsness part-time for the Code Enforcement Office and Building Inspector Position at $35.00/hr. on an as needed basis. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Beresford Banc Corp Loan: Zeimetz presented different options to pay off the balance of the Beresford Banc Corp loan. Council discussed. Sveeggen made the motion, seconded by Erickson to use the proceeds from the sale of the Spec. Building to pay off the balance due of $267,777.25 plus interest. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.  
Review Bids for 1998 Holan Bucket Truck: Zeimetz reported that there were no bids received for the 1998 Holan Bucket Truck. Different options were discussed. Council all agreed to try selling it at the Sioux Falls surplus auction in September. 
DGR Engineering Agreement: Attorney Frieberg spoke regarding the DGR Engineering agreement. Sveeggen made the motion to approve the DGR Engineering Agreement subject to financing. Dahlin seconded the motion, all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.

Appoint Finance Officer for the City of Beresford: Three candidates were interviewed for the Finance Officer position; the Finance Committee of Cain, Erickson and Sveeggen met and made their recommendation. Mayor Fedderson requested to appoint Elaine Johnson to the Finance Officer position. Erickson made the motion to concur with Mayor Fedderson’s appointment. Schott seconded the motion, all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. Schott made the motion to set her salary at $60,000/yr. Boone seconded, all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
