Public Forum and Visitors

Larry Thompson: Mr. Thompson inquired about a future water line being installed near his home. He is interested in connecting his home to the water line. Council advised Mr. Thompson to converse with South Lincoln Rural Water first. Thompson also questioned the process of being annexed into the City limits. Zeimetz responded that papers would need to be drawn up to start the procedure.

Authorization to advertise for bids for water and sewer improvements to turkey hatchery: Banner Engineering is currently working on plans to bring water and sewer mains to the new turkey hatchery on Lincoln County Hwy 117. A new 8 inch water main will be installed from SD Hwy 46 north to the site. A sewer main will be extended east from the Grace V Nelson ballfields. Erickson authorized advertising for bids for water and sewer improvements to the turkey hatchery. Schott seconded, all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.  
2017-2018 Safety Management Program Contract with MMUA: Dahlin made the motion, seconded by Schott to approve the 2017-2018 Safety Management Program Contract with Minnesota Municipal Utilities Association in the amount of $10,850. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
P/T hire at Liquor Store: Erickson made the motion, seconded by Cain to approve hiring Connor Buum part-time at the Liquor Store at $8.65/hr. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.

Sign replacement project: Zeimetz updated Council on the sign replacement project that is currently underway in the City. The new signs are taller than many of the existing signs and will require the trimming of a number of trees in order to see the signs. Once all the signs are installed, Zeimetz will contact someone to trim the trees back as needed.
