The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Council Chambers at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Nathan Anderson presiding, Troy Boone, Gerald Dahlin, Tom Erickson, Art Schott and Teresa Sveeggen. 
Also present: Elaine Johnson, Finance Officer, Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator and Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.

Absent: Steve Cain.
Adopt Agenda: Motion by Schott, seconded by Dahlin to adopt the amended agenda. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 

Minutes: Erickson made the motion, seconded by Boone to approve the September 4, 2018 Council Minutes. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Visitors to be heard
Pat McGill, Patti Kramer and Chris Wevik: Representing Downtown Beresford Businesses were Pat McGill, Patti Kramer, Chris Wevik, Erin Nelson, Gini Gustad and Sue Smith. Pat McGill gave a quick update on the Chamber, SHINE, Everything Beresford website, the family celebration next summer and the Beresford sign along the interstate. The downtown ladies talked to the Council about continuing to make downtown Beresford beautiful. They are asking the City to take over watering the flowers and support their efforts in keeping the downtown alive and clean. The Mayor & Council thanked all of the ladies for the information and their time.
Jerry Voss, Beresford Lions Club: Beresford Lions Club member, Jerry Voss informed the council that there is a need for members and encouraged the Mayor & Council to join. Voss is trying to get the word out to Beresford residents to join the membership. Old Business
2nd Reading and Adoption of Ordinance 01-2019 Fiscal Year 2019 Appropriations: 
Ordinance 01-2019 Fiscal Year 2019 Appropriations was given its second reading and adopted on a motion by Schott, seconded by Erickson. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.

Full-time police officer position: The city hasn’t received any applications for the full-time police officer position. The position will stay opened until filled. Zeimetz noted that he was contacted by an interested party; however an application had not been submitted yet. Mayor & Council discussed advertising ideas and the process of getting an officer certified. No action taken.  
Hire P/T certified Police Officer: Schott made motion, seconded by Dahlin to hire part time certified police officer Patrick McGawley at $19.00 an hour.  All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
New Business
Contract with Community Partners Research Incorporated to do housing study for Beresford: Sveeggen made a motion, seconded by Schott to authorize Mayor Anderson to sign the contract with Community Partners Research Incorporated to do a housing study for Beresford. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Filing of Plats-Resolution to Authorize designated official to designate an administrative official to approve plats in lieu of approval by the governing body: City Administrator Zeimetz asked Council to consider appointing an administrative official to approve plats in lieu of approval by the governing body. He is finding it difficult to get approval from Council and submit to either Lincoln or Union County in a timely manner. Erickson moved to have Attorney Frieberg draw up a resolution for the October 1, 2018 council meeting appointing the Finance Officer as designated official. Erickson withdrew his motion in order to wait for the resolution to be drafted.
Low hanging branches over city streets and alleys - hire contractor to remove branches to a height of 17 feet: Schott made a motion, seconded by Erickson to hire Don Christensen of Christensen Tree Service to trim the trees that are hanging over city streets and alleys. The notice will be posted on channel 8, Facebook, www.beresfordsd.com website and advertised in the Beresford Republic. Residents were encouraged to notify City Hall if they want to trim their own trees. The Street Dept. will be cleaning up the branches. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.

Discussion & Information Items
Update on 3rd Street Manhole repairs: City Administrator Jerry Zeimetz updated Council on the 3rd street manhole repairs. The 3rd St. and Hemlock manhole was time consuming as they had to dig deep into the ground. While excavating the 3rd St. and Main manhole, they found large pieces of concrete and needed different equipment to remove the concrete, and also found the new concrete base didn’t match up properly causing a delay. Mayor & Council thanked the downtown businesses and Beresford residents for their patience during the repair.

Beresford Housing Redevelopment Commission: The Beresford HRC has a board position open. Mayor Anderson dispersed Terri Beeson’s resume and asked Council to review and discuss at the October 1, 2018 council meeting. No action taken.
