Adopt Agenda: Motion by Erickson, seconded by Sveeggen to adopt the agenda. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 

Minutes: Cain made the motion, seconded by Boone to approve the September 5, 2017 Council Minutes. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. Erickson made the motion, seconded by Sveeggen to approve the September 11, 2017 Special Council Minutes. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Public Forum and Visitors

Woody Houser – resignation from Beresford HRC Commission: Woody Houser addressed Mayor and Council with highlights from the September 11th Planning & Zoning Meeting. He asked to review and update Resolution 99-10. After researching state laws, Mr. Houser resigned from the Beresford Housing & Redevelopment Commission effective September 18, 2017. Mayor & Council thanked Houser for his service. 
Nathan Anderson – Beresford Housing Redevelopment Questions: Beresford resident, Nathan Anderson recently attended a Planning & Zoning Meeting. He questioned the HRC Commission board eligibility, secretary minutes and where the public records could be found. Mayor and Council thanked Anderson for attending.  
Laura Hoesing – Beresford Housing Redevelopment Questions: Beresford resident Laura Hoesing stressed her concern in housing development along 17th St. near the industrial park. She asked that they look at areas that are closer to the library, swimming pool, schools and have less truck traffic. 
Russell Johnson – issue with Beresford Police: Rural Beresford resident, Russell Johnson questioned the Beresford Police Dept. and how they handled a curfew violation. Police Officer Nick Fahlberg dispersed a handout showing details of the City’s curfew laws. 
Alan & Lisa Voegeli – wind tower setbacks and concentrated animal feeding operations: Rural Beresford residents, Alan & Lisa Voegeli spoke regarding the wind tower setbacks, conflict of interest with Mayor Fedderson sitting on the Dakota Power Community Wind board, and concentrated animal feeding operations. Attorney Frieberg stated the setbacks are determined at the County level. Mayor and Council thanked the Voegeli’s for attending.  
Beresford School District – request to close 3rd Street between Spruce and Oak for a Band Parade Competition on Sept. 29th - Representing the Beresford School District was Jeff Gross and Brian LeMaster. They dispersed a handout explaining the parade route, map requesting to close streets and a letter explaining the schedule for the day. Schott made the motion to give permission to close the requested streets for the First Annual Watchdog Marching Festival. Cain seconded the motion, all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
