The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Council Chambers at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Nathan Anderson presiding, Troy Boone, Steve Cain, Tom Erickson, Gerald Dahlin, Art Schott and Teresa Sveeggen. 
Also present: Elaine Johnson, Finance Officer, Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator and Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.

Absent: None.
Adopt Agenda: Motion by Dahlin, seconded by Schott to adopt the amended agenda. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 

Minutes: Erickson made the motion, seconded by Boone to approve the September 17, 2018 Council Minutes. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Public Hearings
Adoption of Comprehensive Plan through the year 2035 – Kristen Benidt from SECOG: Kristen Benidt from SECOG was unable to attend. City Administrator Zeimetz reviewed the Comprehensive Plan. The Planning & Zoning Commission held a public hearing and no one was present to discuss. Council questioned a few items. Zeimetz noted that the plan will be placed on the city website. Erickson made the motion to adopt the Comprehensive Plan through the year 2035 and to adopt Resolution 2018-08, motion seconded by Cain. All present Council Members voted aye.

Dept. Head Report

Jane Norling – Beresford Public Library
Request to review Part Time wages for the library employees: Head Librarian, Jane Norling reviewed the part time wage for the library employees. Norling presented a handout showing wages from other SD Libraries and local businesses. Norling is requesting to raise Barb Geyer and Annie Crist to $15.00/hr. and feels she can absorb the wage increase in her current budget. Erickson stated he would like the wage negotiation to go through Union negotiations. Sveeggen made the motion, seconded by Dahlin to increase Barb Geyer and Annie Crist hourly wage to $15.00/hr. Council members Boone, Cain, Dahlin, Schott and Sveeggen voted aye, Erickson no, motion carried. 
Head Librarian Jane Norling requested to advertise for a part-time youth librarian assistant. Sveeggen made the motion, seconded by Cain to authorize advertising to hire a youth librarian assistant at $13.50/hr. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Todd Hansen – BMTC

Hire Full-Time Telephone Tech I: Telephone Manager Todd Hansen stated that two applications were received for the Telephone Tech I position and made the recommendation to hire Anthony Laurvick at $19.50/hr. for the full-time Telephone Tech I position. Erickson made a motion, seconded by Cain to transfer Anthony Laurvick from the Bridges Golf Course to the Telephone Company at $19.50/hr. full-time as the Telephone Tech I. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Larry Christensen – Police Dept.

Hire Part-time Certified Police Officer: City Administrator Zeimetz spoke on Police Chief Larry Christensen’s behalf. Christensen recommended hiring Phillip Ryan as part-time certified police officer at $19.00/hr. Schott made motion, seconded by Erickson to hire Phillip Ryan as part-time certified police officer at $19.00 an hour. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Jerry Zeimetz – City Administrator

Updated city debt schedule and borrowing capacity: City Administrator Zeimetz dispersed a handout and explained the outstanding debt, the borrowing capacity and payment schedule for the 2019 budget. Mayor & Council thanked Zeimetz for the information.
Restrooms in Bulow Park: City Administrator Zeimetz informed Council of the condition of the restrooms in Bulow Park. Pictures of the restroom were shown and found the building is beyond repair. Zeimetz received a $66,000 estimate from McCann Concrete Products for a precast concrete restroom. He will also look into grants that are available for this type of project. There may be grants available that could pay up to 50% of the cost of a new restroom facility. 

Committee/Mayor Reports
Tom Erickson – Lewis & Clark Rural Water report: Council Member Erickson updated the Council on the Lewis & Clark Rural Water billing. There seems to be a discrepancy between the billing and ARCA agreement. Erickson also stated that starting in November, Lewis & Clark RWS will begin construction from the Beresford site going east into Hull, Sheldon and Sioux Center, Iowa. 
Old Business
Resolution 2018-07 to Authorize City Administrator to approve plats in lieu of approval by the governing body:  Erickson made motion, seconded by Boone to approve Resolution 2018-07 to authorize City Administrator Zeimetz to approve plats in lieu of approval by the governing body. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.

Appointment to Housing Redevelopment Commission: Mayor Nathan Anderson made a recommendation to appoint Teri Beeson to complete the remainder of the open term expiring November of 2022 on the Housing Redevelopment Commission. Dahlin made the motion, seconded by Schott to appoint Teri Beeson on the Housing Redevelopment Commission.  All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
New Business

Verizon Tower Lease Agreement – authorize Mayor to sign: Attorney Frieberg has reviewed the Verizon Tower Lease Agreement. Cain made the motion, seconded by Schott to authorize Mayor Anderson to sign the Verizon Tower Lease Agreement. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Building Inspector Position: Mayor Anderson made his recommendation to appoint Gary Roan as Building Inspector for the City of Beresford. Roan will be responsible for building inspections, reviewing construction plans, implementation and application of building codes, and assisting the City of Beresford with ordinances related to building, construction, and zoning. Schott made motion, seconded by Dahlin to appoint Gary Roan as Building Inspector for the City of Beresford. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Building Appraisal-Beresford Municipal Liquor Store: Council Member Schott requested an appraisal for the Beresford Municipal Liquor Store property, land and contents. It was noted that it takes approximately 6-8 weeks for an appraisal. Dahlin made motion, seconded by Schott to authorize a commercial appraisal for the Beresford Municipal Liquor Store for the property, land and contents.  All present Council Members vote aye, motion carried.

BEDCO request to deed lots 1, 4, 5 & 18, Block 2, Bridges Second Addition Tract 4A to the City: City Administrator Zeimetz explained these lots are adjacent to the Bridges Golf Course are unable to be sold. BEDCO would like to deed them to the City. The City will maintain these lots. Schott made the motion, seconded by Dahlin to deed lots 1, 4, 5 & 18, Block 2, Bridges Second Addition Tract 4A from BEDCO to the City of Beresford. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Part-Time Hire for the Beresford Municipal Liquor Store: Liquor Store Manager Dee Akland submitted a recommendation to hire Courtney Cordell part-time at the Municipal Liquor Store; Courtney is currently working part-time at the Bridges Club House. Erickson made motion, seconded by Sveeggen to hire Courtney Cordell at $8.85/hr. part-time at the Beresford Municipal Liquor Store. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.

Policy and Procedures committee-available dates to meet with the Union Representatives: The Policy & Procedure Committee consisting of Steve Cain, Tom Erickson & Gerald Dahlin were asked to set up a time to meet with the Union Representative and Attorney Frieberg.

Teresa Sveeggen - Cross walk at Hwy 46 and 13th Street: Council Member Sveeggen had a resident contact her regarding a crosswalk on Hwy 46. Council discussed that crosswalks on Hwy 46 are determined by the State. Attorney Frieberg will research the steps required to request a crosswalk from the State Highway Officials and report back his findings.
