The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the Beresford City Council Chambers at 6:00 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Nathan Anderson presiding, Troy Boone, Steve Cain, Gerald Dahlin, Art Schott and Teresa Sveeggen.   
Also present: Elaine Johnson, Finance Officer, Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator and Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.

Adopt Agenda: Motion by Dahlin, seconded by Schott to adopt the agenda. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 

Old Business:

Authorize to engage JMCM Consulting to prepare a project plan and application for the Assistance to Firefighter Grant Program: Fire Chief Tarzan Mullinix addressed the Council regarding authorizing JMCM Consulting to prepare a FEMA grant for a new fire truck. Having the grant written by JMCM Consulting will speed up the process and give the fire department a better chance in obtaining. If the grant is awarded, JMCM Consulting would receive 5%; if they are unsuccessful JMCM Consulting will not get paid anything. Motion by Cain, seconded by Schott to authorize JMCM Consulting to prepare the project plan and application for the Firefighter Grant program. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Full-time hire – Police officer: Police Chief Larry Christensen stated the full-time police officer position was offered to an applicant. The applicant has not responded back to Christensen. He would like to re-advertise for the full time police officer position again. Council agreed to re-advertise.
New Business:
Part-time hire Police Department: Police Chief Larry Christensen requested council to increase the wage for part-time certified police officer Kaven Sweringen to $19.00/hr. Schott made motion, seconded by Cain to increase the wage for part-time police officer Kaven Sweringen to $19.00/hr. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.

Part-time Hire Recycle Center: Street Superintendent Jeff Heidebrecht recommended Lisa Steever as part-time Recycling Center attendant at $12.38/hr. and also fill in as the Rubble Site Attendant if needed. Dahlin made the motion, seconded by Schott to hire Lisa Steever in the Recycling Center at $12.38/hr. and fill in as the Rubble Site Attendant. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.

Part time wages for snow plow drivers: Street Superintendent Jeff Heidebrecht made a recommendation to hire a part-time snow plow driver. Mayor & Council discussed the wage and how it compares to the State DOT part-time snow plow driver position. Dahlin made the motion, seconded by Schott to table the recommendation for further time to research the wage. All present Council Members voted aye, motion tabled.
