Beresford City Council
November 5, 2018
The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Council Chambers at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Nathan Anderson presiding, Troy Boone, Steve Cain, Tom Erickson, Gerald Dahlin, Art Schott and Teresa Sveeggen. 
Also present: Elaine Johnson, Finance Officer, Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator and Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.

Absent: None.
Adopt Agenda: Motion by Dahlin, seconded by Sveeggen to adopt the amended agenda. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 

Minutes: Boone made the motion, seconded by Erickson to approve the October 15, 2018 Council Minutes. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. Motion by Boone, seconded by Dahlin to approve the October 22, 2018 Special Council Meeting. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Visitors to be heard
Phil Peterson – BEDCO president - request to deed Industrial Tract 7A to BEDCO for development purposes: BEDCO President Phil Peterson requested Industrial Track 7A to be deeded over from the City to BEDCO for development. This is a parcel of land that is land locked. Council discussed the property. Erickson made the motion to deed Industrial Tract 7A to BEDCO for a housing development, seconded by Cain. Council Members Erickson and Cain voted aye, Dahlin, Boone, Schott and Sveeggen nay. Motion failed. Council asked BEDCO to wait to see if there would be other interested parties in developing the land.

Old Business
Resolution 2018-09 – Sets Bridges Golf Course Fees: Sveeggen made motion, seconded by Schott to approve Resolution 2018-09 Set Bridges Golf Course Fees. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
RESOLUTION 2018-09 (published separate of minutes)
Attorney General Opinion regarding competitive bidding requirements for water tower painting and maintenance contract: City Attorney Frieberg explained the Attorney General’s opinion regarding bidding the maintenance contract for the water tower. The Attorney General concurred with Frieberg that this did not qualify as an exception to public bidding requirements as professional services or equipment repairs. The city must bid the project as this is a public improvement subject to the public bidding requirements. Street Superintendent Jeff Heidebrecht informed the Council there are three companies that are interested in the painting and maintenance of the water tower. City Administrator Zeimetz and Heidebrecht will contact engineer Pat Carey from Banner Associates to work on bid specs.
Brokers Opinion of Value – Beresford Municipal Liquor Store Building: City Administrator Zeimetz reviewed a letter from Zach Jensen at Jensen Agency of his opinion of the value of the Liquor Store building only to be $65,000 to $70,000. Mayor Anderson asked the committee consisting of Cain, Erickson and Sveeggen to meet and discuss at the December 3, 2018 council meeting. Sveeggen asked Finance Officer Johnson for the current financial numbers for the Liquor Store.   
P/T wages for snow plow drivers: Street Superintendent Jeff Heidebrecht made a recommendation to hire Don Hubert part-time as a snow plow operator. Hubert has prior experience with city equipment and is familiar with the streets. Schott made motion, seconded by Erickson to hire Don Hubert part-time time as a snow plow operator at $19.00/hr. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
New Business

2019 Liquor License Renewals: Finance Officer Johnson stated that all the 2019 Liquor License renewal applications, fees and operating agreements have been turned in. Schott made the motion, seconded by Sveeggen to approve the alcoholic beverage license renewals for Beresford Municipal Liquor Store, Bertz Sports Bar & Grill, Bridges at Beresford, Dollar General, Fiesta Foods, and Klassix’s. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Asphalt Surface Treatment Contract Extension: With the weather not cooperating in the spring/summer of 2018 the contracted asphalt surface treatment project was delayed. Street Superintendent Heidebrecht is asking for an extension to the 2018 contract to 2019 and to move the budgeted 2018 street improvement funds to reserve for 2019. The rock chips for the project were already delivered and will be paid out of the 2018 budget. Erickson made motion, seconded by Schott to extend the Asphalt Surface Treatment Contract from 2018 to 2019. Attorney Frieberg will draw-up the contract extension. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.

Snow Removal Policy modification – Consider Resolution 2018-10 – Resolution Adjusting Penalties for Snow Removal Violations: City Administrator Zeimetz reviewed modifications to the snow removal policy and fines. Cain made the motion, seconded by Boone to approve Resolution #2018-10 a Resolution Adjusting Penalties for Snow Removal Violations. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
RESOLUTION 2018-10 (published separate of minutes)
Legends of Gold request to rezone their property from Ag to Planned Development District within 1 mile of the City limits: Legends of Gold asked to inform Council that the property will be rezoned from agriculture to planned development. No action taken, information only.
P/T hire at Bridges Golf Course/Event Center: Bridges Manager Mike Conklin recommended hiring Anthony Laurvick part-time for the Event Center and Golf Course. Erickson made the motion, seconded by Cain to hire Anthony Laurvick part-time at the Bridges Golf Course at $11.00/hr. and Event Center at $15.00/hr. Council Members Erickson and Cain voted aye, Dahlin, Boone, Schott, & Sveeggen voted nay, motion failed. It was questioned why Conklin didn’t refer to the committee before bringing the request to Council. Mayor Anderson asked the Golf Course committee consisting of Boone, Schott and Sveeggen to contact Conklin to discuss.   
Step Pay Increase – Renee Goltz – City Hall: Finance Officer Johnson made a recommendation to approve City Hall employee Renee Goltz step pay increase. Motion by Dahlin, seconded by Boone to approve City Hall employee Renee Goltz step pay increase from $18.79/hr. to $19.29/hr. per the Union contract. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Step Pay Increase and remove from probationary status - Dylan Nelson - Police Dept.: Police Chief Christensen made a recommendation to approve Police Officer Nelson’s step pay increase and remove from probationary status. Schott made the motion, seconded by Erickson to approve employee Dylan Nelson’s step pay increase from $18.98/hr. to $19.51/hr. and off probationary status per the Union contract. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Discussion & Information Items
Bridges Clubhouse and Event Center Roof: The Bridges Clubhouse shingles were recently addressed by a contractor making a repair to the roof. He informed City Administrator Zeimetz that the shingles are in poor condition. The Tamko shingles were installed in 2007 with a 50 year warranty. A Tamko representative will be in Beresford on November 6th to inspect and make their recommendation.   
Bridges Clubhouse and Event Center – handicap accessible doors: A Bridges Clubhouse wheel chair patron brought to our attention the need for a handicap accessible door for the Bridges Clubhouse. It was discussed that it will be looked into. Mayor Anderson asked that all City buildings be reviewed for handicap accessible doors. 
Rubble Site Winter Hours December 1, 2018: The winter Rubble Site hours will change beginning Saturday, December 1st, 2018. The hours will be Saturday’s only from 9 am – 1 pm. 
Rethink Beresford Meeting - 7:30 am Dec. 7 at the Bridges (unveiling of “Everything Beresford Website”): City Administrator Zeimetz invited the Mayor and Council to the Rethink Beresford meeting on Friday Dec. 7th 7:30 am at the Bridges for the unveiling of the Everything Beresford Website. The group has been working very hard to get the website up and running and is very excited to show it off. 
City Christmas Party, Friday January 4, 2019: Mayor and Council discussed the City Christmas Party and set Friday, January 4, 2019 at the Bridges for the date.
