Jay Nordquist – Beresford Municipal Electric

· Alex Thompson off probation/journeyman lineman/authorize pay increase: Electric Superintendent Jay Nordquist stated that Alex Thompson has completed his journeyman testing. Nordquist recommended taking Thompson off probation and requested a pay increase. Schott made the motion, seconded by Erickson to move Alex Thompson off probation and increase his wage per the Union contract from $24.15/hr. to $30.19/hr. Alcoholic Beverage License Renewals: Finance Officer Johnson stated that all alcoholic beverage license renewal applications, fees and operating agreements have been turned in. Schott made the motion, seconded by Dahlin to approve the alcoholic beverage license renewals for Beresford Municipal Liquor Store, Bertz Sports Bar & Grill, Bridges at Beresford, Dollar General, Fiesta Foods, and Klassix’s. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Appointment to Beresford Housing Redevelopment Commission Board: Mayor Fedderson made a recommendation to Council for the Beresford HRC Board. Erickson made the motion, seconded by Dahlin to enter into executive session for personnel at 7:39 pm. At 8:13 pm Council was back in regular session. Mayor Fedderson withdrew his recommendation and an appointment was tabled.
Appointment to BEDCO board: Mayor Fedderson stated that Brian Field has completed his 5 year term on the BEDCO board and has agreed to another term. Dahlin made the motion, seconded by Schott to appoint Brian Field to the BEDCO board, term expiring October 2022. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Step Pay Increase – Renee Goltz – City Hall: Motion by Erickson, seconded by Cain to approve City Hall employee Renee Goltz step pay increase from $17.45/hr. to $17.93/hr. per the Union contract. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 

P/T hire for Beresford Police Dept.: Schott made the motion, seconded by Dahlin to approve hiring non-certified Travis Jorgensen part-time for the Beresford Police Dept. at $15.00/hr. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.  
P/T meter reader position: Zeimetz noted that the part time meter reading position is still open. He asked Mayor & Council to encourage any potential applicants.  
Purchase 2018 Tahoe for Police Dept. from Jerry’s Chevrolet using state bid: SDCL 5-18C-8 allows local governments to purchase items from any vendor, if less than or equal to the state price list for the same item.  Lamb Chevrolet in Onida has Contract #17147 for a Chevrolet Tahoe Special Service vehicle and with options the price is $36,350.  Jerry’s Chevrolet of Beresford will provide the same vehicle for $36,158 delivered to Beresford.  Schott authorized the purchase of a 2018 Tahoe at a cost of $36,158 at Jerry’s Chevrolet. Erickson seconded the motion, all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
LIIP Administrative Assistance Agreement with SECOG: Schott made the motion, seconded by Dahlin to approve the LIIP Administrative Assistance agreement with SECOG at the cost of $4000. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
