The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the Beresford City Council Chambers at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Nathan Anderson presiding, Troy Boone, Steve Cain, Tom Erickson, Gerald Dahlin, Art Schott and Teresa Sveeggen. 
Also present: Elaine Johnson, Finance Officer, Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator and Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.

Adopt Agenda: Motion by Sveeggen, seconded by Erickson to adopt the agenda. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 

Minutes: Cain made the motion, seconded by Boone to approve the November 19, 2018 Council Minutes. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.   
Committee/Mayor Reports
Finance and Utilities Committee – Liquor Store Operations: The Liquor Store Committee consisting of Steve Cain, Tom Erickson, and Teresa Sveeggen met to discuss the Liquor Store. Sveeggen reported that the October financials show a profit for 2018. The committee is recommending continuing the operations of the Liquor Store and revisit in six months. The Committee requested adding $25,000 to the 2019 budget for building improvements. It was suggested the Liquor Store advertise more when a special event is scheduled. The Mayor and Council thanked the committee for their report.
Golf Course Committee - Bridges Clubhouse and Event Center winter operations: The Golf Course Committee consisting of Teresa Sveeggen, Art Schott and Troy Boone recently met to discuss the Bridges Clubhouse and Event Center winter operations. Boone reported that after the first of the year, they are looking at having Thursday night meals catered in and inviting community organizations, chorus, band, youth groups, etc.  as a fundraiser to bus tables, therefore bringing a variety of people in for Thursday night meals. The Bridges would continue to run the bar as normal.  The committee will meet with Manager Mike Conklin to schedule the meals and report back at the December 17th Council Meeting. City Administrator Zeimetz commented that the Bridges Clubhouse and Event Center Manager position is being advertised in a variety of places. The Mayor and Council thanked the committee for their report.
Mayor Discussion Item - granting paid leave for non-essential City Employees: Mayor Anderson asked Council for authority to grant paid leave for non-essential City employees. Anderson contacted the IBEW Local 426 Union and they are fine with the administrative leave. Attorney Frieberg will draw up a resolution for review at the December 17th Council meeting.
Old Business

Jay Nordquist - Electric Supt. - land for Substation: Electric Superintendent Jay Nordquist addressed the Council regarding land for the second substation.  Nordquist dispersed a map showing a proposed location east of the Grace V Nelson ballfields. Nordquist is requesting 4 acres of City land for the second substation. Council discussed extending the sewer line and completing the road from the ballfields to 472nd Ave. City Administrator Zeimetz will contact Banner Engineering to get a cost estimate for the infrastructure improvements and for an updated topography map of the area. Schott made the motion, seconded by Dahlin to approve 4 acres of City land for the second substation. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Nordquist informed Council that the building connected to the Library at 113 S 3rd St. will be torn down on Wednesday December 5th.

New Business

Roberts Rules of Order: Attorney Frieberg discussed a letter he included in the council packet addressed to the Mayor and Council regarding a point of order raised with respect to following Roberts Rules of Order at the November 19th Council Meeting. Mayor and Council reviewed the memorandum and discussed. It was noted that committee meetings should be conducted as executive session, and that it should not be discussed until brought to the Council meeting for the committee to report to the entire board. Schott moved, seconded by Sveeggen to adopt the relaxed version of Roberts Rules of Order for small boards as stated in the memorandum dated 11/29/18 from Attorney Thomas Frieberg and to include clarification on committee meetings and reports to the full Council. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.

Closing early on December 24th: City Administrator Zeimetz asked the Mayor and Council to allow each department to close early on Christmas Eve.
