Beresford Community Food Cupboard and Services – Gail Snoozy & Joanne Paulsen: Beresford residents Gail Snoozy and Joanne Paulsen announced to Mayor & Council the new Beresford Community Food Cupboard located at 106 N 3rd St. they explained services they offer and hours. Snoozy and Paulsen asked Council for $5,000 to help get established. Council stated they would discuss and get back to them.   
Angela Tiedeman – Council Agenda and Minutes: Mrs. Tiedeman asked Council about posting the agenda and minutes. The agenda is posted on the front door of City Hall on the Friday afternoon before a City Council Meeting and on the beresfordsd.com website. Kelly Knutson – Parks and Pool

· Review options for 2018 swimming pool fees: Park Superintendent Kelly Knutson dispersed a handout showing a variety of swimming pool fee options. Council was asked to review and discuss at the December 18, 2017 Council Meeting. Knutson also discussed adding swimming pool attendant positions to the pool. The positions would be responsible for the front desk and monitoring patrons at the top of the slide.

· Authorize Finance Officer to sign engagement letter for 2017 audit: Sveeggen made the motion, seconded by Cain to authorize Finance Officer Elaine Johnson to sign the engagement letter with Quam & Berglin for the 2017 audit and annual report compilation. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
New Business

Animal Control Services Contract with Sioux Falls Area Humane Society: Schott made the motion, seconded by Dahlin to authorize Mayor Fedderson to sign the agreement with the Sioux Falls Area Humane Society for animal control services. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 

Pay Request #2 from Winter Brothers Underground for Hybrid Turkey sewer and water main extensions: Schott made the motion, seconded by Sveeggen to approve pay request #2 payable to Winter Brothers Underground in the amount of $114,090.93. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Water Meter Reader: Schott made the motion, seconded by Erickson to approve Street Dept. employee Keith Kropuenske to read water meters on nights/weekends at $0.55/meter. Kropuenske will not be paid over-time to read the meters. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Discussion & Information Items

Housing needs and available land: Zeimetz gave Mayor & Council a presentation on housing needs and available land. He explained the water and sewer costs involved with developing the different sites. Zeimetz is currently working with five developers in hopes to start construction in the near future. 
Comprehensive plan update starting Jan. 2018: Zeimetz noted that the comprehensive plan update will begin in January 2018. The Planning & Zoning Commission will start the process which takes 6-8 months to complete. Southeast Council of Government (SECOG) will also participate in updating the plan.  
New City Council Chambers update: Geoff Fillingsness dispersed a handout showing the layout of 101 and 103 N. 3rd St. He discussed the condition of the windows, bathroom, doors and heating & cooling units. Floor plan layout ideas were discussed. The committee consisting of Erickson, Boone and Schott were asked to get together with Fillingsness once he receives estimated construction costs.  
Building Inspector/Code Enforcement Officer wages from July 1 thru Nov. 11/permits issued YTD: Zeimetz reported on Building Inspector/Code Enforcement Officers wages from July to Nov. 11th along with a list of building permits for 2017 thru November. There have been 76 total permits taken out with a total value of $11,528,750, 56 in Union County, 20 in Lincoln County, 5 new houses, and 1 house removed. Council thanked Zeimetz for the report. 
Rubble Site Winter Hours: Effective Tuesday December 5, 2017, the Rubble Site will change to winter hours of Saturdays only from 9am – 1pm.
