December 17, 2018
The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Council Chambers at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Nathan Anderson presiding, Steve Cain, Tom Erickson, Gerald Dahlin, Troy Boone, Art Schott and Teresa Sveeggen.
Also present: Elaine Johnson, Finance Officer, Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator and Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.

Absent: None.
Adopt Agenda: Motion by Dahlin, seconded by Erickson to adopt the amended agenda. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 

Minutes: Cain made the motion, seconded by Boone to approve the December 3, 2018 Council Minutes. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.   
Visitors to be heard
Scott Klungseth – Beresford PRCE – Beresford PRCE director Scott Klungseth informed Mayor and Council of a multi-cultural program that is in progress. The University of Nebraska is working with Klungseth on conducting a survey. The Dairy Foundation has awarded this program $10,000. 
Klungseth noted that the Beresford PRCE board has been reviewing the 2009 Strategic Plan and haven’t made many changes. He explained that they have identified areas that they are going to focus on. Mayor and Council thanked Klungseth for his report.   
Department Head Reports

Jeff Heidebrecht - Street Department: Street Superintendent Heidebrecht approached Council about purchasing a new blade for plowing the city streets. He explained the Metal Pless MaxxPro 1248-22LE blade and how it will cut down on hours cleaning streets, save on salt that has to be put down on the roads and in turn will save the city money by purchasing. The cost of the blade is $37,973.00. Heidebrecht was asked to check on the warranty and report back to Council on December 27th. Schott made the motion, seconded by Sveeggen to authorize Street Superintendent Heidebrecht to purchase the Metal Pless MaxxPro 1248-22LE Blade, paying half from the 2018 budget and the remaining out of 2019 budget. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.

Old Business
Land for new substation - Jay Nordquist - Electric Supt.: Electric Superintendent Nordquist recommended using 2.5 acres of the cities land east of the Grace V. Nelson ballfield for the new second substation and to build a gravel road without curb and gutter from Louise Avenue west to the ballfield at approximately 1400/ft. for an estimated cost of $173,000. Building a gravel road from the substation to Louise Avenue would be approximately $120,000 and 1100/ft. Council discussed, the consensus was to build the second substation east of the Grace V. Nelson ballfield and to discuss the road at a later date. 

Electric Superintendent Nordquist mentioned that 80 commercial electric meters were recently tested for accuracy and found the meters in great working order. Mayor & Council thanked Nordquist for his report.

Bridges Clubhouse and Event Center winter operations update: City Administrator Zeimetz reported that Bridges Clubhouse Manager Mike Conklin will continue with Thursday night suppers and will be open throughout the winter on Friday evenings. Council discussed the Clubhouse Manager Job opening; Mayor Anderson requested advertising on the Keloland Employment website, to broaden the search.

Resolution to allow mayor to grant paid leave for non-essential city employees: Attorney Frieberg drew up two resolutions for Mayor Anderson to grant paid leave for non-essential city employees. One is 3 hours paid leave and the other one is 4 hours paid leave. Erickson made motion, seconded by Schott to adopt Resolution 2018-12 granting the Mayor to authorize up to 4 hours paid leave for non-essential employees. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
