Adopt Agenda: Motion by Cain, seconded by Sveeggen to adopt the amended agenda. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.

Old Business

Second Reading and Adoption of Ordinance 2017-06 a Zoning Amendment for the City of Beresford rezoning from General Business (GB) to Light Industrial (LI) Lot 17 and Lot 18 in Block One of BEDCO First Addition: The second reading was held for Ordinance 2017-06. Motion by Erickson, seconded by Sveeggen to adopt Ordinance 2017-06 a zoning amendment for the City of Beresford rezoning from General Business (GB) to Light Industrial (LI) Lot 17 and Lot 18 in Block One of BEDCO First Addition. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
ORDINANCE #2017-06 (published separate of minutes) 
Request from Beresford Community Food Cupboard and Services for funding: Council discussed the funding request from the Beresford Community Food Cupboard and Services. With the 2018 budget completed, the consensus of the Council was to deny funding at this time. No action taken. Mayor & Council thanked Joanne Paulsen and Gail Snoozy for their time and wished them well.   
Review 2018 Swimming Pool Fees: Park Superintendent Kelly Knutson recommended fees for the 2018 Swimming Pool Season family pass and single pass. Council discussed, Dahlin made the motion, seconded by Erickson to table a decision until the next regular Council Meeting on January 2, 2018. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. Council Members Sveeggen, Boone and Schott were asked to meet with Knutson. Dahlin noted that if Sveeggen is unable to attend the meeting, he would step in. 
New City Council chambers update: Geoff Fillingsness has compiled quotes to transform 103 N 3rd St. into the new City Council chambers. The Building Committee consisting of Boone, Erickson and Schott were asked to meet and review the quotes with Fillingsness. 
New Business

New City Council Committee – Mayoral Advisory Committee: Mayor Fedderson formed a new committee to help with recommendations to boards. The Mayoral Advisory Committee will consist of one Council Member per ward. Erickson made the motion, seconded by Dahlin to approve the new Mayoral Advisory Committee consisting of Boone, Cain and Sveeggen. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 

LIIP Grant Agreement: Zeimetz explained the Local Infrastructure Improvement Program grant that was awarded to the City. Schott made the motion to authorized Mayor Fedderson to sign the grant, not to exceed $317,000 or 52% of the total project cost for water/sewer improvements along 472nd Ave. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Declare 2005 Spartan Fire Truck Surplus Property for Trade: The Fire Department is looking to trade in the 2005 Spartan Fire Truck towards the purchase of a new rural pumper truck. The Fire Dept. will be responsible for the purchase of the new truck. Erickson made the motion, seconded by Schott to declare the 2005 Spartan Fire Truck Surplus Property for trade. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Pay Request #10 from Mechanical, Inc. for Beresford Area Pool: Sveeggen made the motion, seconded by Dahlin to approve pay request #10 payable to Mechanical, Inc. in the amount of $23,650.00 for the Beresford Area Swimming Pool. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Pay Request #14 from Swift Contractors, Inc. for Beresford Area Pool: Cain made the motion, seconded by Dahlin to approve pay request #14 payable to Swift Contractors, Inc. in the amount of $83,300.74 for the Beresford Area Swimming Pool. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Resolution 2017-13 – sets Broadband only pricing for Beresford Municipal Telephone: Beresford Municipal Telephone Manager Todd Hansen submitted a request for broadband only pricing. Dahlin made the motion, seconded by Sveeggen to approve Resolution 2017-13 Broadband Only Pricing. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
RESOLUTION #2017-13 (published separate of minutes)
Dillon Steever step pay increase and remove from probation status: Street Superintendent Jeff Heidebrecht noted that Dillon Steever was doing a great job and recommended his pay increase. Erickson made the motion, seconded by Cain to take Street Dept. employee Dillon Steever off probation status and approve his step pay increase from $19.25/hr. to $19.78/hr. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Set date for yearend special meeting either Dec. 27 or Dec. 28: A special yearend Council Meeting has been set for Thursday December 28, 2017 5:30 p.m. at the Library Community Room. 
2018 Agreement between the City of Beresford and Local No. 426 of International Brotherhood of Electrical Workers, AFL-CIO: Attorney Frieberg and Zeimetz reviewed the 2018 agreement between the City and Local IBEW. They recommended signing the agreement. Erickson made the motion, seconded by Schott to authorize Mayor Fedderson and Committee Member Cain to sign the 2018 Agreement between the City of Beresford and Local No. 426 International Brotherhood of Electrical Workers. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
